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Enrollment Data

The IowaCare Medicaid expansion began enrolling new members on July 1, 2005.  As of September 12, 2005, 8,899 had enrolled in the program.  This reflects enrollment in the 200% Medicaid expansion, or “Demonstration Population 1” under the CMS Terms and Conditions.  The initial projected for full enrollment in the program is 14,000 annually. 

In addition, 9 have enrolled in the 300% spend-down Obstetrical Program (Demonstration Population 2), and 1,021 have been denied enrollment for not meeting the enrollment requirements.  An enrollment report by county is included as Attachment E-1.

Enrollment has occurred in all 99 counties.  Attachment E-2 shows the proportion of the total enrolled in each county in comparison to the proportion of the regular Medicaid population enrolled in each county.  The Medicaid population included is also Adults age 19 to 64, comparable to the IowaCare population.  

The proportional distribution does vary from the Medicaid Program.  Unlike the regular Medicaid Program, the IowaCare program does not have geographically distributed providers throughout the state.  The IowaCare providers for acute medical services are located in Polk and Johnson Counties.  This is the same as under the State’s original 100% state and local funded indigent care programs.  

Enrollment by Gender and Age

Also included in Attachment E-1 are enrollment reports by gender and age.  These reports were generated as of September 12, 2005.  To date, enrollment is evenly distributed by gender (4,848 Female and 4,051 Male).  

Attachment E-1 also includes enrollment by age.  Of the total IowaCare Expansion enrollees, 56.5% are between the ages of 40 and 59 years.  The age distribution is included in the table below.

Enrollment Caps

Pursuant to State law (House File 841) and the 1115 Waiver Terms and Conditions, enrollment in IowaCare may be limited or capped at any time to ensure that expenditures remain within the amount appropriated.  At this time a cap is not in place.  Given the pace of enrollment, it is likely that a cap will be necessary at some point in FY 2006.  

Determining at what level the cap will be applied with be a projection based on claims and enrollment data.  The analysis will review the per capita spending in the program and, based on that, at what level enrollment can be sustained to remain within allotted funding.
