DERIVATION OF SAMPLE POPULATION USED AS THE BASIS TO CALCULATE 

FACTOR D’ AND FACTOR G’

A workgroup of DHS policy and direct service staff identified characteristics that might identify children currently receiving services through the Department that could benefit from the proposed Children’s Mental Health Waiver.

(
The identified characteristics were matched against all open service cases in the Child Welfare Information System that had a payment for October 2004.  317 cases were identified that met the criteria.  

(
The designated DHS service workers for these cases then evaluated if the children for their identified cases could benefit from the provision of waiver services.  This assisted in validating the initial assumptions (characteristics). 

(
The DHS service workers identified 147 cases of the original listing of 317.  Of those 147 cases, 25 or 17% were randomly selected to serve as the sample for the more in-depth study of services and payments to use as the basis for data and calculations in the schedules for Appendix G.
