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Methods and Standards for Establishing Payment Rates for Nursing Facility Services

Nursing Facility Level of Care

1.
The individual was admitted to a nursing facility on or after July 1, 2005, and based upon the minimum data set, the individual requires limited assistance, extensive assistance, or has total dependence on assistance, provided by the physical assistance of one or more persons, with three or more activities of daily living as defined by the minimum data set, section G, entitled “physical functioning and structural problems,” or


2.
Based upon the minimum data set, the individual requires supervision or limited assistance, provided on a daily basis by the physical assistance of at least one person, for dressing and personal hygiene activities of daily living as defined by the minimum data set, section G, entitled “physical functioning and structural problems,” and

a.
No medically appropriate waiver services adequate to meet their needs are available in the community, or

b.
The individual has received waiver services in the community for one year and chooses to enter a nursing facility, or

c.
The individual was admitted to a nursing facility prior to July 1, 2005.


3.
Based on the minimum data set, the individual requires the establishment of a safe, secure environment due to moderate or severe impairment of cognitive skills for daily decision making, or


4.
The individual has established a dependency requiring residency in a medical institution for more than one year.
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
